Cybermation's ESP solution manages the scheduling and monitoring of
batch workload across multiple operating systems from a single point
of control on OS/390 within an enterprise data processing
environment. Batch jobs, scripts, programs, applications and
commands can be scheduled to run automatically based on time,
resources, completion of previous tasks, modification of files and/or
other criteria. This makes ESP a versatile, integrated solution for
enterprise workload management.

Installed
initially on Windows NT, and shortly on any JAV A-enabled platform,
ESP Distributed Manager software starts and manages workload
automatically as predecessors complete. The graphical user interface,
ESP Workstation, provides an integrated view with complete
monitoring and control of this distributed workload. Access to
important information or functions cannot be put at risk due to
scheduled downtimes or unexpected outages. Corporate end users rely
on the ability to maintain a "business as usual" environment -
productivity and consequently the corporate competitive advantage
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depends on it. ESP Distributed Manager was created to respond to this
market requirement.
