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On March 24th, 1945, near
Wesel, Germany, Private First
Class, Stuart S. Stryker made
the ultimate sacrifice. As a
member of the US. Army,
Company E, 513th Parachute
Infantry, 17th  Airborne
Division, Pfc Stryker led an
assault through overwhelming
firepower that ulimately led to
the capture of 200 enemy
soldiers and the liberation of 3
American bomber crewmen.
He was struck down 25 yards
short of the objective.

On November 7th, 1967, near Loc
Ninh, Republic of Vietnam,
Specialist Fourth Class, Robert F
Stryker also gave his life to save
others. As a member of the US.

Army, Company C, 1st Battalion,
26th Infantry, 1st Infantry
Division, Sp4 Stryker threw
himself upon a claymore mine as
it detonated. His selfless act is
credited with saving the lives of at
least 6 of his fellow soldiers.

Both men, related in
surname, but not by birth,
were each posthumously
awarded the Congressional
Medal of Honor (CMOH).
Since being authorized in
1862 by President Abraham
Lincoln, the CMOH is the
highest award in the United
States Armed Services. It is
usually presented by the
current President to the
recipient  (or = surviving
relative) for valor in action
against an enemy force.

On February 27th, 2002, in a ceremony at Fort Lauderdale, Florida, the United States Army
announced another special honor on behalf of these brave men. The Interim Brigade Combat
Team's new Light Armoured Vehicle, the "vanguard for Army transformation", would be
known officially as the "Stryker".
